Setting Up Your Sprayer

1) Remove hose from under sprayer
and coil up hose on the two brackets
mounted on top of tank.

2) Connect the spray gun in the wand
clips.

3) Remove mounting point pins from
accessory box and install on the two
sprayer mounting points.

Mounting Your Boom

1) Take the four 3/8” x 1-1/2” carriage
bolts and feed them through the back
of the boom and install the 3/8” SS flat
washer then the 3/8” SS lock washer
and loosely install 3/8” SS hex nut.

2) Slide boom down adjustable brackets,
guiding the carriage bolts into the slots.

3) Using a 9/16” socket and extension,
tighten boom at desired height.

4) Connect supply hose to desired spray
bar on boom using the camlock connec-
tor.

Hooking Up Sprayer

1) Back the tractor up to the sprayer
aligning tractor hitch points with the
arms at the height of the two lower
mounting points.

2) Hook the two lower tractor hitch arms
to the mounting point pins on sprayer,
then secure with lock pin.

3) Hook up the top three point arm on
tractor to the third (top) mounting point
on the sprayer and insert the lock pin.

4) Route wire harness (make sure wire
is not pinched or kinked) to your desired
power supply and connect battery ca-
bles to their perspective posts. Red to
positive post and black to negative post.

1) If you ordered an optional hose reel
with your unit, take hose reel from
under the sprayer and set on top of tank
opposite to lid end.

2) Secure hose reel frame to tank with
provided hardware.

3) Tighten the bolts, securely fastening
hose reel to tank using a 9/16” wrench.

3) Then, take 7/8” x 4-1/4” chrome pin
and insert in top mounting connection,
securing with provided R clip.

4) Next, lift unit using fork points in
frame to align receiver mount to hitch.

Operating Your Sprayer

1) Take tank lid off and fill tank at least
a quarter full with water, enough to
run through the system to check all
components are functioning correctly
and are leak free.

2) Ensure the inline valve between tank
and pump is in open position (parallel to
hose) to allow the liquid to flow from the
tank to the pump.

3) Power on sprayer pump using the
switch on wire harness. If there is liquid
in the tank and the valve in step 2 is

in the open position, the pump should
prime automatically.

4) Adjust regulating valve to aquire
desired pressure. Start by threading
the regulating valve all the way down
(clockwise), then back off 3 revolutions
(counterclockwise).
